Shop Drawings: Provide layout and elevations of lockers with overall dimensions.

D. 
Maintenance Data:  For adjusting, repairing, and replacing locker doors and latching mechanisms.

E. 
Selection Samples:  For finish product specified, two complete sets of color chips representing manufacturer's full range of available colors.

F. 
Verification Samples:  For finish product specified, two samples, minimum size 6 inches (150 mm) square, representing actual product and color selected.

DELIVERY, STORAGE, AND HANDLING

A. 
Store products in manufacturer's unopened packaging until ready for installation.

B. 
Sequence deliveries to avoid project delays, but minimize on-site storage.

WARRANTY

A. 
Warrant the lockers for a period of 15 years against delamination or breakage of any of the plastic components under normal use.

MATERIALS

A. 
HDPE: High impact, high density polyethylene plastic.

B. 
Coat Hooks: Stainless steel or high impact plastic.

C. 
Fasteners:  Zinc plated manufacturer’s standard.

2 .03 
STANDARD LOCKERS

A. 
Standard Lockers:

1. 
Acceptable Product: ASI Storage Solutions Inc.

2. 
Type of Lockers:

a. 
Single Tier: 60, 72 inches.

b. 
Double Tier: 60, 72 inches.

c. 
Triple Tier: 72 inches.

d. 
Six Tier: 72 inches.

3. 
Material: High density polyethylene (HDPE) sheet.

4. 
Finish: Commercial grade texture on flat surfaces.

5. 
Construction:  

a. 
Doors, door frames, shelves, sides, back, top, and bottom components:  Water resistant and non-absorbing HDPE.

b. 
1/2-inch nominal thickness and homogeneous in color.

6. 
Hinges: Continuous full length stainless steel, powder coated to match polymer locker color.

7. 
Latches: Securely attach to the door, continuous in design and be capable of accepting various locking mechanisms.

8. 
Interior Equipment:

a. 
Single tier lockers 48 inches or higher shall have a shelf.

b. 
Single tier lockers less than 18 inches deep shall have three wall hooks and one ceiling hook.

c. 
Single tier lockers 18 inches deep or more shall have a coat rod instead of a ceiling hook.

d. 
Double Tier lockers shall have three wall hooks and one ceiling hook

e. 
Triple Tier lockers shall have three wall hooks for 12 inches wide lockers.

f. 
Triple tier lockers shall have four wall hooks for 15 inches and wider lockers.

9. 
Number Plates: Polished aluminum attached to door face with black numerals 1/2-inch high.

10. 
Color: As selected from manufacturers list of standard colors.

2 .04 
FABRICATION

A. 
Assembly Units:  Group of no more than three adjacent lockers.

B. 
Locker components to be square, rigid, and free of scratches.

C. 
Assemble locker box enclosure by means of machined joints, pins and tamper resistant mechanical fasteners. 

D. 
Locate mechanical fasteners internal to locker box enclosure or on rear of unit.

E. 
CNC machine locker door frames from single piece of solid HDPE material.

F. 
Machine locker doors from solid HDPE sheets without using limited door insert area. 

G. 
Provide CNC machined ventilation ports positioned in an array pattern not less than a 4 x 4-inch grid.

H. 
Mount door handle to internal latch mechanism.

I. 
Bases: Fabricate from HDPE Polymer to form components with 1-inch nominal thickness.

EXECUTION

3 .02 
EXAMINATION

A. 
Do not begin installation until substrates and bases have been properly prepared.

B. 
If substrate and bases are the responsibility of another installer, notify Architect of unsatisfactory preparation before proceeding.

3 .03 
INSTALLATION

A. 
Install plastic lockers and accessories at locations shown in accordance with manufacturer's instructions.

B. 
Install lockers level and plumb with flush surfaces and rigid attachment to anchoring surfaces.

C. 
Anchor lockers to floor and wall at 48 inches or less, as recommended by the manufacturer.

D. 
Fasten adjoining locker units together to provide rigid installation.

E. 
Attached number plates as indicated.

3 .04 
ADJUSTING AND CLEANING

A. 
Adjust doors and latches to operate without binding.  Verify that latches are operating satisfactorily.

3 .05 
PROTECTION

A. 
Protect installed products until completion of project.
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
